Admiral Robert J. Papp, Jr.

Commandant, U.S. Coast Guard

Admiral Robert J. Papp, Jr. assumed the duties of the 24th
Commandant of the U.S. Coast Guard on May 25, 2010. He leads
the largest component of the Department of Homeland Security
{DHS), comprised of 42,000 active duty, 8,200 Reserve, 8,000
crvilian and 31,000 volunteer Auxiliarists.

The Coast Guard is “Semper Paratus” - Always Ready — fo
use its distinctive blend of military, humanitarian and law
enforcement capabilities to save lives and property at sea,
protect and maintain our ports and maritime (ransportarion
system, secure our borders, respond to natural disasters, protect
our marine environment and defend our Nation. The Coast
Guard is also America’s oldest continuous seagoing service
and one of the Nation’s five armed services. We (race our
history back to August 4th, 1790, when the first Congress
authorized the construction of ten vessels to enforce tariff
and trade laws and to prevemt smuggling Ouwr people are
committed to the Coast Guard’s core values of Honor, Respect and
Devotion to Duty.

As a flag officer, Admiral Papp served as Commander, Coast Guard Atlantic Area, where he
was operational commander for all U.S. Coast Guard missions within the eastern half of
the world and provided support to the Department of Defense; as the Chief of Staff of the
Coast Guard and Commanding Officer of Coast Guard Headquarters; as Commander, Ninth
Coast Guard District, with responsibilities for Coast Guard missions on the Great Lakes
and Northern Border; and as Director of Reserve and Training where he was responsible for
managing and supporting 13,000 Coast Guard Ready Reserviats and all Coast Guard Training Centers.

Admiral Papp has served in six Coast Guard Cutters, commanding four of them: RED
BEECH, PAPAW, FORWARD, and the training barque EAGLE. He also served as commander of a
task unit during Operation ABLE MANNER off the coast of Haiti in 1994, enforcing Unitzd Nations
Sanctions. Additionally, his task unit augmented U.S. Naval Forces during Operation UPHOLD
DEMOCRACY.

He is a 1975 graduate of the United States Coast Guard Academy. Additionally, he holds a Master
of Arts in National Security and Strategic Studies from the United States Naval War College and a
Master of Science in Management from Salve Regina College.

Admiral Papp is the 13th Gold Ancient Mariner of the Coast Guard. The Gold Ancient Mariner is an
honorary position held by an officer with over ten years of cumulative sea duty who has held the
qualification as a Cutterman longer than any other officer.

Admiral Papp is a native of Norwich, Conn. He is married to the former Linda Kapral of East Lyme,
Conn. Admiral and Mrs. Papp have three danghters, and one granddaughter.

New Orleans is a major United States port and the largest city and metropolitan area in the state of Louisiana.
The New Orleans metropolitan arca, (New Orleans-Metairie—Kenner) has a population of 1,189,981, the 46th
largest in the USA. The city is well known for its distinct French Creole architecture, as well as its cross. cul-
tural and multilingual heritage, New Orleans is also famous for its euisine, music (particularly as the birth-
place of jazz). and its annual celebrations and festivals, most notably Mardi Gras. The city is olten referred to
as the "most unigue” city in America. City nicknames include "NOLA™, “The Crescent City” and “The Big
Easy".

La Nouvelle-Orléans (New Orleans) was founded May 7, 1718, by the French Mississippi Company, under the
direction of Jean-Baptistc Le Moyne de Bienville, on land inhabiled by the Chitimacha. It was named for Phil-
ippe d'Orléans, Duke of Orléans, who was Regent of France at the time. His title came from the French city of
Orléans. The French colony was ceded to the Spanish Empire in the Treaty of Paris {1763) and remained under
Spanish control until 1801, when it reverted 1o French contrel. All of the surviving 18th century architecture of
the ¥ieux Carré (French Quarter) dates from this Spanish period. Napoleon sold the territory to the United
States in the Louisiana Purchase in 1803, Therealter, the city grew rapidly with influxes o’ Americans, French,
Creoles, Inish, Germans and Africans, Major commedity crops of sugar and cotton were cultivated with slave
labor on large plantations outside the city,

WA; Executive Petty Officer, Coast Guard Cutter KANAWHA, Pine Bluff, AR;

At the end of prehibition in 1933, Pat O'Brien converted his speak-
easy to a legitimate drinking establishment in the 600 block of St
Peter Street called, of course, Pal OBrien's. A lew vears later Pat
realized that he had outgrown his lictle space. He and his friend
Charlie Cantrell decided to become partners and buy the building at
718 5t, Peter Street, the building that is now home to the world fa-
mous bar, The stuctures were originally built circa 1791 and be-
came home to the first French Theater Company in New Orleans.
In the mid 1940's, Pat O'Brien's Bar propelled when the Hurricane
Drink was created. At that time, there was short supply of liguor
such as whiskev, bourbon and scotch, There was, however, access (o
rum coming up the river. Bar owners were forced to buy large quan
tities ol rum, 30 cases or so, in order W purchase other hguar,
Through trial and error, they came up with a drink that everyone
loved! Pat O'Brien paired it up with a glass shaped like a Hurricane
lamp and the donk was perfected!

House of Blues New Orleans opened in 1994 and is locared in the heart of the
world-famouws French Quarter, The walls of the restaurant and music hall are cove-
ered with 298 pieces of folk art and the venue itsalf is home fo the largest collection
of folk art in the country.
